Though legally and financially separate, the three
entities share a common objective, which is to
alleviate poverty and contribute to sustainable
economic development and social progress across
Africa through transformative investment projects,
technical assistance programs and knowledge
solutions.

BANK GROUP MEMBER COUNTRIES

The Bank Group has 81 member countries — 54 in Africa
(regional members) and 27 outside Africa (non-regional
members). Its highest decision-making organ is the Board
of Governors, typically the ministers of finance or economy,
or the central bank governors of member countries.

The Governors devolve responsibility for overseeing the
Bank’s day-to-day operations to the Board of Directors,
which is resident at the Bank’s Headquarters. The Board

of Governors comes together once a year during the Bank’s
Annual Meetings.

The President, appointed for a maximum of two 5-year terms,
reports to the Board of Governors, and chairs the Board of
Directors. He is supported by a team of Vice-Presidents. At
the end of December 2023, the Bank employed some 2 084
people.
